Rules and regulations governing the submission of documents for the Graduation Exam

The application to be admitted to the Graduation examination must be prepared with “marca da bollo” by filling a specific form available at the student’s secretary (downloadable from the University’s website) which can then be submitted or sent to the above mentioned office , undelayably, 45 days before the date fixed for the graduation exam. 
The following documents must be attached to the application:

· Request of the original Degree with tax stamp (marca da bollo) pasted on the application form (available at the student’s secretary or downloadable from the University’s website).
· Receipt proving paid degree diploma fee
· Front-page of the thesis, signed by both the graduand and the supervisor; specify the following on the front-page
1. For  Bachelor Courses:  school (faculty) name, course name, title of thesis, Name and Surname of Unicam Tutor, Company Tutor and the Graduand;

2. For Master Courses: school (faculty) name, course name, name of the subject under which the thesis falls, title of thesis, Name and Surname of the supervisor, possible assistant supervisor and the Graduand;

3. Declaration from E.R.S.U. certifying that he/she has no dept to settle.
4. Authorization to use personal details by the “Alma Laurea” authority.

5. Authorization to use personal details for the “UNICAM JOB” database 
6. Enrolment booklet (exam record book)

Students who fail to pass their last exam at least 15 days before the graduation date will not be permitted to take the graduation exam. In this case, the enrolment booklet should be submitted at the student’s Secretary by and not beyond the day after that exam (the last exam).

Ten days before the graduation session, the thesis must be submitted to the Student’s Secretary in electronic format together with a declaration from the graduand that the document submitted in electronic format is compliant with the copy given to the supervisor, attached by the photocopy of a currently valid Identity Document (permit of stay, passport, Italian ID card).
